Creation of a State Tournament Scorekeeper position

In previous years, the Assn Treasurer has been compensated $400 for duties performed at the State Tournament.  This stipend is being eliminated.

E.  Match length for tournaments




Best of Three vs Best of Five

All Tri-matches &/or tournaments should be Best of Three format unless communicated by the 

Tournament Director AT time of contract with teams & officials

· A minimum of THREE WEEKS should be given to change the format from 2/3 to 3/5

· Compensation for the 3/5 match should be 1.5 times the rate of the 2/3 matches.

· Exceptions to this guideline must be agreed upon by all teams & officials

Officials Coordinator


Rules Interpretation = Serve Toss / Drop rule



Players is allowed one drop (without touch player, person, structure, etc) per service rotation




In general, rules need to be known and followed by officials




Correctable calls can only be corrected prior to the next serve




Officials need to sign/print names & provide # on BOTH scorebooks


Use of non-certified officials; possible penalties.
Must have approval on an “ad hoc” basis & coaches should be talking to those officials to become certified Boys Volleyball officials
