WHAT REFEREES WOULD LIKE COACHES TO DO AND NOT DO

· Not yell at the R1 to call a double-hit on a first contact when multiple contacts on the first ball with one effort are legal

· Not whine incessantly for prolonged contact on first-ball multiple contacts – “ugly” is not illegal 
· Recognize that, on some first contacts, there can be an initial multiple contact which is legal but the player then continues contact with the ball by following with prolonged contact which is illegal

· Realize that a first ball contact that is received low and released high may result in a prolonged contact call 
· Not yell at the R1 to call tight hands on the opponent’s side while expecting loose hands to be allowed on their side of the net (c’mon, coach, be consistent! ()
· Not show disrespect for officials including such unsporting acts as a “dismissive wave and fake clapping or show disgust at calls and non-calls – these actions contribute an ugly tone to a match
· Set a good example to players and fans through their own behavior (not over-reacting to calls and non-calls) and not allowing their players to scream at officials

· Actually respect and comply with the rule that prohibits disputing the judgment calls of the referees that, when it becomes a constant pattern of behavior and results in warnings and sanction cards

· NOT teach blocking through the net (net blocking is a deliberate, unsporting interference of a ball on the opponent’s side of the net)

· Understand and convey to their teams how to prevent screening rather than teaching their teams to set up screens while yelling at the referees for not enforcing other game rules
· Be pro-active when the opponents are asking the R1 to address possible screening by your team with knowing what to say to get players to separate or lower their base to prevent screening from being called

· Know that if a back-row player, having taken off from the back zone, contacts the ball when the ball is totally above net height and the immediate previous contact was a set by the libero from on/inside the attack line extended, this is illegal upon completion of the attack
· Know that a 3rd team contact that hits the tape and was not touched by the block doesn’t become 4-hits until touched by a teammate so a fault shouldn’t be whistled 
· Understand that a fault will NOT be called when a ball fully crosses to the opponent’s side outside the R2 post or R1 stand UNTIL the ball is no longer on the plane of the net extended – whether the player remains on his team’s side of the net while playing the ball is irrelevant – it’s ball position that matters in terms of whistling to kill the play or continuing play
· Know what constitutes a center-line violation and that a player’s foot/feet landing outside the court on the other side of the net is not illegal unless there is interference with an opponent
· Know that when the libero sets the ball in the attack zone extended that an attacker completing an attack on the next contact when the ball is NOT totally above net height is legal
· Fully understand the rules associated with a libero setting the ball in the attack zone and when an attack on the next contact is illegal as well as understanding that the wave away from the attack line for legal play refers to the libero being behind the attack line on a play like this while the light pat down signal means the next contact resulting in a completed attack occurred when part of the ball was not above net height
· Not teach stalling tactics 

· Make a strong effort to have trained line judges and scoretable support staff who know what they’re doing to contribute to the match 

· Intervene when the behavior of players, coaches or fans crosses the line
· Not assign an assistant coach the role of addressing the officials regarding judgment calls since assistant coaches have no inherent speaking rights nor may they use a standing to coach position to address the referees regarding their decisions – an occasional concern is typically treated differently than an on-going dialogue and an assistant coach is not permitted to address the R2 while the head coach is concurrently addressing the officials
· Not allow your players to bring electronic devices onto the court

· Ensure players and other helpers who are actively participating in warm-ups have appropriate footwear 

· Not take a position at the end of the bench and then get upset with the R2 for failure to see the coach’s request for a time-out or substitution
· Not coach from beyond the end line
· Not allow your players to stand behind the bench – rules do not permit this

· Not make a comment to a line judge since this is perceived as an attempt to influence an official

· Understand that your position on or near the bench gives you an “angle” on touches that match officials don’t have

· Respect that while OHSBVA rules allow for one coach to be up and coaching the team during play, the coach is not supposed to use the standing position to:

· Address comments across the court to the R1, especially regarding judgment calls

· Get too close to the court

· Block the view of the R2 of the sideline and the bench-side line judge
· Coach from outside the libero replacement zone, enter the sub zone or coach from behind the bench/chairs
