Summary of awards 
Ohio High School Boys Volleyball Grant Awards are structured to encourage 
participation within athletic conferences, by combined middle school and high school 
programs, and by individual high school programs. 

Categories of awards are: 
• Combined High School/Middle School Program Grants 
• Individual High School Program Grants 
• Athletic Conference Supplemental Grants 
 
Also, additional benefits and services, as described at the end of this document, are 
provided to grant recipients. 

 
Combined high school/middle school program grants 
Because the Ohio Boys Volleyball Council recognizes that sustained viability of the 
sport is enhanced by introducing younger players to the game, the grant program has 
additional incentives for school systems to start boys volleyball programs at both the 
middle school and high school level. The combined monetary awards indicated reflect 
the introduction of boys volleyball teams at a combination of one middle school and one 
high school. 
 $1,145.00 Total monetary contribution for one year 
 $3,435.00 Total monetary contribution for three-year grant 
Additionally, in the first year of the program, 24 Molten volleyballs are provided to at no 
cost, courtesy of the OVR. (This donation has a value of approximately $840.00.) 
 
 
 
 
 



        
 
 
Individual high school program grants 
Individual Ohio high schools that successfully apply for this grant shall receive annual 
monetary awards for three successive years from the Ohio Boys Volleyball Council. 
 $   610.00 Total monetary contribution for one year 
 $1,830.00 Total monetary contribution for three-year grant 
Additionally, in the first year of the program, 12 Molten volleyballs are provided at no 
cost, courtesy of the OVR. (This donation has a value of approximately $420.00.) 
 
Athletic conference supplemental grants 
Schools from the same athletic conference that apply collectively for Ohio High School 
Boys Volleyball Program Grants are given highest priority for consideration.  
Special consideration will also be given to schools from the same geographical area but 
not in the same athletic conference that apply collectively to be considered as a 
separate boys volleyball league. 
In addition to the awards described above, those successful applicants qualifying for 
Athletic Conference Supplemental Grants receive the following. 
 $     20.00 Total additional contribution per school for one year

Additional benefits and services 
To further support Grant Award recipients with the development of their respective boy’s 
volleyball programs, the following benefits and services are provided upon request. 

• Volleyball Coach Locator Service 
 Upon request, the Ohio Valley Region of USAV will provide at no cost  
 a list of qualified coaches residing in the area of schools seeking coaches. 
• Volleyball Coach Accredited Training 
 The Ohio Valley Region of USAV offers CAP (Coaching Accreditation  
 Program) Training for a fee. Training sessions are held at various times  
 throughout the year at different locations in Ohio. For convenience, it is 
 possible to arrange to host a training session. 
• Match Play Documents and Support 
 The Ohio High School Boys Volleyball Coaches Association provides 
 required game documents (scorebook sheets, line up forms, libero 
  tracking sheets, and related items) as well as guidelines for managing a 
 competition at no cost via the Internet. 
• Recognition and Awards 
 Because each Grant recipient is required to join the Ohio Boys   
 Scholastic Volleyball Coaches Association, the team and members are 
 eligible to be recognized in state-wide and regional polls and to receive  
 post-season awards as members of all-state and all-region teams. 
• Player Development Opportunities 
 The USA Volleyball Ohio Valley Region provides out-of-season playing  
  opportunities through its Junior Olympic club team competition. 
 Participation fees are significantly reduced to support the growth of boys 
 volleyball in Ohio. 
• Current Volleyball News and Information 
 Each player and his parents will receive at no cost Rotations, the USAV 

electronic newsletter that provides information on the USA Volleyball national 
teams as well as news and playing opportunities for Junior Olympics, beach 
volleyball, Paralympic and other news of the sport.
